WHAT was the aim? To establish a network of cultural interrelationships for the transition process from biosphere to noosphere, from a society based on competition and wars to one of cooperation and culture of peace.

STEP 1 - ARKAIM, June 25-26
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Arkaim sky 
17 people from Russia and Germany visited Arkaim and created a round circle ceremony of cooperation and peace. It was a sacred scenario to connect Heaven and Earth, and awaken peoples’ missions.    
STEP 2 – URALS, Education for World Citizens CONGRESS, June 27-29

152 participants from 5 countries took part in the 11th  International "Education for World Citizens" Congress and 12th Ural-Planet Festival of Life Creativity (Turgoyak Lake, Chelyabinsk Region, Ural Mountains)

STEP 3 - ALTAI, July 4 -16 

45 people from Russia, Israel, USA took part in the Altai segment of  the “Earth Is a Garden of Peoples” International Expedition. It was a streaming visit of several places in Altai for a future network of ethno cultural communities

The 1st “EARTH CHILDREN” International Youth Festival was a process of slowly growing resonance in spite of language and cultural differences.    Delegations from Russia, Israel, and two tribes of American Indians took part in this international experiment for creating cultural diversity in harmony.

At the Festival, children and adults from different countries learnt together to create harmonious relationships with nature and each other. They learnt to feel and understand each other without words using an international language of music, taking care of each other and working collectively.  Grown ups learnt to totally respect youth, share their experience joyfully and be together with kids. 

Young representatives from different countries presented the idea and Mission collectively created at the camp. Jonathan Hook used his word skills to make it short and clear:   
 “The Vision of the Camp (a network of culture of peace camps all over the world): 

The vision for the camp is to create a community that provides a model of international and intercultural peace, demonstrating unity through diversity. Participants will develop peace-creating skills that are applicable in both intergenerational and cross-cultural contexts. They will organize themselves in a broad variety of activities that prepare them to become tomorrow's international leaders. Situated in a safe and comfortable environment, the camp represents an open and inclusive cross section of world populations and utilizes a holistic approach to relationship building and human leadership training.”

STEP 4 – BAIKAL, 20 of July – 4 of August 2007

25 of July – Day Out of Time Youth and adults from Novosibirsk, Khanti-Mansiysk, Surgut, Samara, Angarsk trekked to Shumak, a healing place in Sayan Mountains, the source of the annual Call of Baikal forum.  It was a harmonious path without words and an opportunity to feel each other and consciously create relationships with nature and each other.  On the July 25th, we greeted the Day Out of Time in Shumak. It was a conscious planetary circle with people from all over the world who were there virtually. We visited Buddhist Datsan initiated by a planetary thinker and doer Danzan Lama – co initiator of Call of Baikal forum. 

Then we visited a famous Buryat scientist and shaman Sodnom Gomboyev in   Ulan – Ude and  Valentin Hagdaev -  Olkhon shaman and the director of ethno museum in Elantsy village in Irkutsk region. Together with him we visited Olkhon Island, a scared place of the world and the heart of Baikal.

It was Alfred Posnyakov and Dmitry Safonov – the two orchestra men who created harmony simply by doing common work – a musical presentation for Altai festival. It was Jackie Stratton who intuitively decided to bring many musical instruments to the camp and they played a great role in creating harmony in conditions of lack of right and appropriate translation. It was the nature of Altai and Altai people who hosted the expedition and the camp. “Earth Is a Garden of Peoples” International Expedition has become a precious opportunity to feel and co create us, collective consciousness and intercultural peace needed for transition process for the planet. It was also a telepathic bridge of people from all over the world who supported this three part expedition virtually and in their hearts.
